Requirements for Participating:
e Horse or Rider must be a KY Resident or Ride/Board at a KY Facility
e Open to ALL Age groups
e NOT required to be a member of KHJA

Rules:
¢ (lass requirements follow those published by Kentucky Hunter Jumper Assoc.
e Exception: Riders 8 and under do not have a division time limit

How it works:
¢ The series has a total of 9 events throughout Central and Northern Kentucky
e Your TOP “5” performances will count toward Year End Awards (if you participate in
more than 5 shows, the lowest performances will be dropped) but the more shows you attend
gives you more opportunities to perform well
e For year end awards your points are computed based on how you place against other
riders/horses in the series, not all entries in the class.

EXAMPLE: 8 Entries in a class, 4 BBG participants. The 4 BBG Participants place 1%, 4™, 6" and
NP(Non-placed). Points are allocated as follows.

Horse/Rider Class Place BBG Place Points Awarded
BBG Rider 1 1 1 10
BBG Rider 2 4 2 6
BBG Rider 3 6 3 4
BBG Rider 4 NP 4 2

*Note: Classes that have 6 BBG riders/horses that place in the 1 thru 6 positions, then any NP
finishes will not receive points

e All Shows carry the same weight even if the amount of classes per division are different

EXAMPLES:
Jumper Classes typically have 2 classes, so at shows that have 3 of more classes in a division, the best
two(2) performances will count for points (This could lead to a tie for points at that show)

Classes that typically have 3 divisions and only have 2 will have the average to the two(2) classes
added as a 3" class for that show. (This could also create a tie for the show)

¢ Not all shows will have all divisions. We work closely with the show managers, but be sure to
look at prizelists to see if your classes will be available at a particular show. Prizelists will be
emailed out as soon as they are available.

e  There must be a minimum of 2 riders/horses nominated in a division for a year end award.
Divisions that do not fill will have nomination fees returned within 10 business days after the
5™ show’s points are received by the points secretary.

At each show, 1 free class entry will be given away for each division for the following show, these
have a value of $15-20.
